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Breakfast after the Bell Application Rules
Rule 1: The application is open to public school divisions only and must be completed in its entirety to be evaluated for funding.
Rule 2: The school division may apply for all schools that participate in the SBP.
Rule 3: School divisions are responsible for reporting each school’s accurate total NSLP free and reduced-price percentage (found in the VDOE NSLP Free and Reduced-price Eligibility Report) in the BaB School Information Table (Attachment A). 
Rule 4: The BaB School Information Table and BaB Certification Statement must be completed and signed before it is uploaded into the online application.
· The VDOE-SCNP will email the school division SNP administrator with the application link to correct its application if any documents are not uploaded into the online application, or if any documents are emailed to VDOE-SCNP rather than uploaded.
· If a completed application is not submitted by the application deadline, the schools in the school division will be ineligible to receive BaB funding.
Rule 5: Recipients of BaB funds are required to participate in an evaluation of the educational impact of the models implemented. The VDOE Office of Strategic Analysis and Research will contact the BaB-awarded school division in the spring to complete an online survey.
· BaB awardees will provide data including:
· student attendance and tardy arrivals,
· office discipline referrals,
· teachers’ and administrators’ responses to the impact of the alternative service models, and
· the financial impact of the alternative breakfast models on the division’s School Nutrition Program.
· If an awardee fails to complete the survey, they are disqualified from receiving funds the following year.
Rule 6: Combined schools are categorized based on the VDOE ERA model for school type using the majority of grades (elementary, middle, or high) enrolled at the school. For example, if School A is a combined school consisting of grades 6-12, it would be classified as a high school.
Rule 7: All applicant requests for an extension on the deadline must be sent to the VDOE-SCNP Director via the SNPPolicy mailbox and will be considered on a case-by-case basis. 
Rule 8: Applications will be ineligible for BaB funding if:
· The application is not submitted by the application deadline.
· The application is incomplete by the application deadline.
· The SFA was awarded in the previous year and did not complete the required VDOE Office of Strategic Analysis and Research data collection survey.
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
