The elementary schools that will receive funding to participate in the USDA Fresh Fruit and Vegetable Program for school year 2025-2026 are in Attachment A. School nutrition program directors and other central office staff responsible for the FFVP must register for and attend the mandatory FFVP Orientation Webinar on July 31, 2025, from 2–3 p.m.
SY 2025-2026 FFVP Schools
Based on the available USDA allocation for Virginia, 161 schools (serving 73,350 students) will receive FFVP funds. The VDOE-SCNP must allocate FFVP funds to schools with the highest percentage of free and reduced-price eligible students. This year, schools with 88.1% or more free or reduced-price eligible students will be funded at $75 per student enrolled.
[bookmark: _Hlk203122730]Funding allocations for July–September and October–June will be entered into SNPWeb for each school by July 31, 2025. If a school does not effectively utilize its FFVP funding, technical assistance will be provided. Schools may be asked not to apply for FFVP the following year if a significant amount of funding is unspent at the end of the school year.
